POST-MARCH WALKING ROUTE
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To get to our loading point after the march: Head north on 1st St. NE after passing the Supreme Court on the right. Turn right onto Constitution Ave NE, then turn
right onto 2nd St. NE. Follow 2nd St until you hit D St. SE; turn right onto D St. (NOTE: Before turning on D St. SE, f you need a rest stop/bathroom break, stop at St.
Peter’s Church on the corner of 2nd St. NE and C St. NE.) Take D St. SE to Washington Ave SW: turn right onto Washington. Take a left to cross traffic, using C St
SW. If you pass the American Veterans Disabled for Life memorial on your right, you're in the correct place. Just past the memorial, continue on C St. SW. Take a
left on 4th St SW until you come upon the Museum of the Bible on your left. The bus will pick us up along one of the sides of the building.
